             Rs.45,000/- or 50% of the cost.
	
	 Under regular Farm Mechanization Scheme 50% subsidy is allowed on all the agricultural implements / machinery.  The subsidy is limited to a maximum of Rs.30,000/- or 50% of the cost, which ever is less except for Tractor upto 40HP, Self  Propelled Reaper and Power Tiller 8HP for which subsidy pattern will be communicated later.

	A.P.S.A.I.D.C Ltd., Hyderabad is requested to raise the final invoices to   the extent of actual supplies made to the districts along with the utilization certificates of District JDAs to the F.M Cell of the o/o C&DA, Hyderabad for payment.

	The Joint Directors of Agriculture can simplify the procedure by verifying pattadar pass books for identification of farmers. Digital Photograph of the  Implement/Machine/Equipment delivered along with the Beneficiary has to be taken at the time of delivery. The photograph should be attested by the concerned MAO/ADA on the official stamp.

	The Joint Directors of Agriculture should send the status of supply of  implements/machinery to the farmers to the F.M.Cell, o/o C&DA, Hyderabad  every fortnight.

	The Joint Directors of Agriculture are instructed to ensure coverage of all mandals in the district taking into account the crops, rainfall and local needs of all the categories of farmers.
